Qut of the 44 lots in this area, M. Larkins has obtained 27
signatures of people who are against this paving.

Ni col e Fl eck-Tooze, Public Wrks & Utilities, canme forward to
explain that the drainage problems will be a responsibility of the city
at the tine the street would be repaved. The goal would be to inprove
all the drainage in that |ocation

El mer Col e, Engi neer Services, suggested that a survey would first
need to be done by the city. For 33" width of pavenent, the City wll
not need to acquire extra right-of-way. Elnmer suggested that he would
need to investigate the 27" sewer |ine further

Ni col e Fl eck-Tooze, PWU, we do have a notion to amend for the
CDBG fundi ng, which has been drafted by the Law Dept.

Karen Knopp, 1200 Saunders, canme forward in opposition to the re-
paving district. She also conplained about the floodi ng problens. She
asked how long this project would take to conplete. The intersection on
14th & Saunders is quite dangerous and the alleyway is in horrible
condition. W have put in asphalt on our portion of the alley and it
has dropped at |east 4".

Ms. Fl eck-Tooze cane forward to clarify the steps to the project.
If the district is created, and there is a mgjority petition, the Public

Wor ks Dept. would come back to the Council with a resol ution ordering
construction. That would be the point of tine of |ooking at details and
so forth and the surveying. |If at that tinme, the cost changed because
of somet hi ng unexpected or unforseen, if it cane out to be greater than
25% of the original cost, we would conme back to this Council prior to
the construction of it.

Council Chair McRoy reiterated that we would still need 51% of the
nei ghbors to approve this paving district.

Judy Isley, 1229 & 1240 Saunders Street, cane forward in
opposition. She stated that having this street closed for repaving
woul d be a hardship on both of their businesses, as they have no ot her
access for their custoners. She stated they had a contract with the
railroad and it woul d cost them approxi nately $10,000 to put a different
door in the back side of their business, allow ng their custoners
access. This is an expenditure they are not willing to make, due to the
present economny.

M. Cole assured Ms. Isley that the city would work with themto
provi de access to their business during the construction process.

Counci | mran Canp asked about the process of pricing the
construction phase out and discussing with business property owners of
ways to neet their needs.

M. Cole replied they usually have a survey done, obviously for
future reference. W can attenpt to work with property owners with the
design teamto figure out a plan. As far as costs go, this is a
creation stage, we don't have an actual order to construct. Tinme can
effect the cost of materials.

Counci |l man Canp asked if the Isley's could have tota
accessibility to their business would they still be in favor of the
pavi ng district.

Pete Whol ey, 1329 Dawes, Arrow Stage Lines, cane forward in
opposition to the paving district.

M ke Morosin, 2055 S Street, JAVA citizen for Antel ope Vall ey
project, noted that it was too bad that the person who requested this
pavi ng district was not present at this neeting.

Counci |l man Friendt asked Nicole Fleck-Tooze of Public Wrks to
explain the criteria of CDBG funds and she replied that it only applied
to residential hones, rather than businesses.
