Dental Division clients served

Dental Division clinic visits
* 71% are of racial and ethnic minorities, and white non-English
Speaking (Kurdish, Russian, Bosnian, Farsi, Ukranian, Albanian, French)

* 60% are Medicaid enrolled

* 57% are children

* 27% fall at or below 100% of poverty, uninsured, without assistance

* 2% fall at or below 100% of poverty, enrolled in General Assistance

* 11% fall in a range of 100%-200% of poverty, receiving services on a
sliding scale

Children and adults reached through community outreach activities
targeting high risk populations
Children receiving school screenings and referrals

* 5,66l children were screened in 38 Lincoln public elementary
schools, targeting children that have not reported seeing a
dentist in the past 6 months. An additional 765 children were
screened from rural schools. Program is in collaboration with
Lincoln Public Schools and volunteer community dentists. 247
children were identified with urgent dental needs.
