Chair ]onathan Cook requestecl a motion to approve the above-listed minutes. Ken Svoboda

moved approval of the minutes, as presentecl. The motion was seconded l)y Glenn Friendt and the

minutes were approvecl as presente& }Dy unanimous consensus.

II.

COUNCIL REPORTS ON BOARDS, COMMITTEES, COMMISSIONS AND
CONFERENCES -

1. STARCITY HOLIDAY FESTIVAL BOARD (McRoy) - Held over ][rom the October
7" “Noon” Agena7a - Ms. McRoy indicated that t}ley had not had a sufficient number of
Board Members in attendance for a quorum. She did note that the sponsorship for the
paracle is down at this point

2. C-SIP MEETING (McRoy/Seng) — Held over][rom the October 7" “Noon” Agena7a
Ms. Seng repor’tecl that the meeting had been a long, drawn-out process. She stated that the
Executives of the Woods and Lincoln Foundations, the United Way and JBC people are
trying to come up with a new system, but are reaﬂy struggling ; and another meeting has been
scheduled. She noted that Kent Seacrest has been trying to facilitate this because we’ve had
so much trouble. She added that Someclay, she can share exactly where the group has come ;
but right now it’s just dreadful.



3. PUBLIC BUILDING COMMISSION - Special Meeting (Camp/Seng) - Held over
][rom the October 7" “Noon” Agenaia Mr. Camp repor’tecl that there had been an Executive
Session regarcling the parlzing garage. Then there was discussion on the Master Plan with
some revisions and Mr. Camp noted that progress. is l)eing made. He and Ms. Seng had
]orought up the fact that they needed to have JoAnne Kissel back for a further upclate. He
informed Council that a pre—council meeting had been scheduled for November 18

Mr. Cook noted that he wanted to discuss the pre—council scheduling proce&ures. Ms.
Seng commented that it was their understanding, and perhaps she and Mr. Camp had been
incorrect, that Council Members were somewhat unsettled on the plan that had been
presented at the last pre—council l)y Ms. Kissel, so, they decided to l)ring it back for further
input and discussion. She noted that if they had been incorrect, they wouldn’t need another
pre—council. Ms. Seng reported that Linda Wilson had watched the previous pre—council on
tv and had noted that it didn’t look like Council was too settled on the issue.

Mr. Cook commented that he didn’t feel another presentation was needed other than
just a few minutes on what has changecl. Otherwise, it would be all questions from the
Council Members. He wondered if an hour would be needed if it's just a question session.
Mr. Camp noted that an hour was the time discussed loy Ms. Seng and himself. He stated
that the concern is that the Public Building Commission is setting forth this Space Needs
s’cucly and it hasa 10 year impact on the City as well as the County. We reaﬂy want to make
sure everyone knows the direction we're talzing in the shi{‘ting of the space needs for all of the
agencies and clepartments.

Mr. Cook asked if there were any decisions.... Mr. Seng noted that Council Members
needed to understand that * Health Department needs’ is the number one issue to get moving
on, because they are in such despera’te straits for space. Ms. Seng noted that Director Dart
is meeting with neighl)ors and ’caﬂzing with them regarcling that need.

Then, we will Legin on the very first phase I)y sending out our food vendor proposals
requests. We're still worleing on the 1* and 2" floor and trying to avoid moving anyone that
we don’t have to....in a cost savings effort.

Mr. Cook stated that he felt the loig gest issue with the Health Department is the road,
more than the neighbors. Ms. Seng answered that that is true, but the l)ig issue with the
PBC is the building. Mr. Cook noted that the Builcling Commission doesn’t control the
roads. Mr. Camp stated that if we adopt a space plan, that is where we need to have the
clialogue. Mr. Werner stated that he wants to remain informed, but the reality is that the
Council has nothing to say about the actual course to be talzen, other than Ms. Seng and Mr.
Camp taleing the Council Members’ thoughts back to the PBC meetings. Ms. Seng
indicated that that is true. M. Camp added that he cer’tainly did want to know what the
Council Members ’chough’cs on this expansion program reaﬂy are...so, realisticaﬂy, Council
does have some impact on the decisions being made Ly the PBC.

Discussion ensued with Council deciding that another pre—council would be called
since some members still had questions that needed answers.

Mr. Camp continued the PBC report. He noted that they had adopte& the Space
Heater Policy that the State has in place. He offered copies to Council Members. Another
issue also came up on aquariums. There are approximately a dozen of them in the l)uilcling ;
and, apparently 911 has an enormous one, and the}/re worried if it ever broke it might
clestroy the radios in that area. Employee morale was mentioned as an issue that should also

be considered in malzing a decision on the aquarium issue, with the observation that the
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environment in the 911 area is rather bleak and the aquarium might be a needed morel
booster. Mr. Camp continued noting other issues that had been discussed at the PBC
meeting, including the City’s Breast—teecting p olicy.

Ms. Seng noted that they approvect the purchase of property on 8 Street which is
next door to property alreacty owned t)y the City. Mr. Camp added that ttley had denied a
photo exhibit which did not meet the PBC guictelines. There was also a security agreement
approvect on the “K” Street Power Plant.

Mr. Werner asked what the guiclehnes were for a photo exhibit? Mr. Camp answered
that it has to be general in theme. It couldn’t support a(tvocacy of any group. Mr. Roper had
advised them that this exhibit should be denied. M. McRoy asked what the picture was. [t
was a photo of a nude with a message that was supporting an actvocacy group, ttlougtl Mr.
Camp didn’t know what group it was representing. Mr. Svoboda asked if the City had a
gaﬂery - asteing where the exhibit would be displayed? It was noted that they would be shown
in the City's lobbies. Mr. Camp noted that ttley are at least trying to maintain a unitormity
in the (tisplays througtlout the City's pu]:)tic t)uil(tings.

He noted that they had talked about other issues, but his comments were inaudible.
He noted that the Star City Holi(tay Parade had been approvect to allow their participating
organizations access to the parleing garage when preparing for the paracte. They also do allow
use of the restrooms. There had been a concern regarding security and the PBC wanted to
make sure that those common areas were secure.

He added that the new partzing garage will have some stlitting to accommodate the
Builcting and Satety Department.

Mr. Werner astze(t, if the Urban Development lease were approve(t, would that effect
Mr. Camps status on the PBC? Mr. Svoboda stated that he did not believe that would come
before the Public Builcting Commission. Mr. Werner stated that he understood ttlat, but the
fact the PBC is contemplating ctoing the 3" floor of this l)uilding and a lot of the things we
will do will effect rental of downtown property. Mr. Camp noted that he had ttlougtlt about
that because several months ago he had come out against doing the 3* floor. If that
proceects ) and Urban Development goes into the 2" floor...he noted that he could potentiaﬂy
have some conflicts. Ms. Seng noted that Mr. Camp should talk with Dana regarcting the
issue.

Ms. McRoy Lrought up the issue of night cleaning staff and the lack of protessional
appearance they’re presenting to the put)lic when ttley lounge and sit in the 1ot)t)y areas while
on ctuty. Ms. McRoy also mentioned the lack of cooperation she experiencect from an
individual when she requested that he unlock the Council Office doors so she could retrieve
her paclzet Lag. These issues were discussed brieﬂy and ctuly noted l)y the PBC

representatives on the Council.

4. PARKS & RECREATION ADVISORY BOARD - Retreat (Coolz) — Held over
ffrom the October 7" “Noon ”Agena’a - Mr. Cook reportect that they had met for four hours on
October 3*. Mr. Cook reportect that the Trails/Sidewalks Bond issues were discussed. There
had been a vote on the sidewalk space ordinance amendments. They unanimously approvect
a pacteage of amendments that Mr. Cook will be using as a basis for the ordinance that will
be lorought forward.

Mr. Cook exptained that the LES “Check Off” program was also discussed at the
Board Meeting and the review revealed an incredible possﬂ)ility for confusion in the Liﬂing
procecture. The best method of presenting the opportunity for the check off for a funds

transfer to the Parks Department was discussed and possit)ilities entertained.
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Mr. Cook reporteci that tiiey had also reviewed an upcia’ce on the Holmes Park
Restoration Project and the status of the [mpact Fee proposai.

Another important issue discussed was the alcoholic i)everages and puioiic goif course
issue. The modification of the SDLs to allow administrative approvai of the events was
discussed. Seconcﬂy, there was an interest in eliminating restriction aitogetiier and aiiowing
goii courses to have alcohol (the same as private courses do now), because these goii courses
are going to have a ’cougii time maizing it and paying their way if tiiey can't offer the same
amenities as the private courses.

Discussion continued with Council members voicing concerns regarciing level piaying
fields for private vs. pui)iic courses, tax paying private vs. non-tax paying pu]:)iic courses,
administrative appi'ovai of SDLs, the Pianning Commission’s upcoming ci'iange to amend
the Code to allow private goii courses to have alcohol...not as an accessory use, but oniy
ti'irougi'i a permit...as a Law Department clarification of the Code.

The Mayor’s Roundtable discussion related to alcohol with interpretation i)y Mr. Kent
Seacrest, was mentioned. Council Members requesteci Mr. ]oei Pedersen of the City
Attorney’s Office to elaborate on that discussion. Mr. Pedersen stated that there were a
number of timing issues on that. He stated that the City didn’t have private goii course
untii, i)asicaiiy, Wilderness Ricige. Then they went tiirougii the Speciai Designate(i License
process. That one, in particuiar, went ti'u'ougii and didn’t get an SDL, and proi)aiaiy should
have. Mr. Friendt asked if it was not requeste(i or was it denied? Mr. Pedersen stated that
that was not clear. It was not grante(i for that. Ti’iey proi)ai)iy needed one but didn’t get one.

Ms. McRoy asked about their club house...it's an accessory use. Mr. Pedersen noted
that was how the issue came up. Ti’iey moved to a temporary iaciiity when tiiey were
upgra(iing their clubhouse and needed to get a separate license and that’s when the Liquor
Commission said it would have to go to the local jurisciiction for review. That's when the
question came up regarciing a zoning permit.

Mr. Friendt asked then, if this is grante(i, tiiey will be on equai footing with other
private clubs that are able to offer alcohol out on the course? Mr. Pedersen responcie(i that
that was the case. He noted that the private clubs that are most similar are proi)aiaiy Yankee
Hill and HiMariz, which have alcohol on the course. Those were granteci in time before the
SDL process was initiated. The other private courses that allow alcohol are either outside the
City limits, or have gotten their permits before the SDL process. The issue is reaiiy
proximity to residences.

Discussion continued with the notation that the poiice chief has no concern regar(iing
the proximity of residences near goii courses and alcohol use. Mr. Pedersen noted tiia’c,
though it hasn't come up i)eiore, the Law Department was aware of the proi)iem. He added
that, iraniziy, ti'iey had gotten the law ciiange(i regarciing zoning reguiations. Up until 1999,
the State was not Wiiiing to acienowie(ige that the City even had the ai)iiity to require these
permits. The separation issue is not addressed - most courses do not even allow fences to be
piacecl around the perimeter of the course. Council continued discussion, reaciiing no final
conclusion.

Mzr. Cook continued his report noting that the Board also (iiscusse(i, acting upon Ms.
Seng’s suggestion, regarciing a Pre—Buciget Community Forum. There had been some
(iiiiicui’ty in (ieci(iing the format to ioiiow, but preiiminariiy, the meeting is scheduled for
Saturciay, November 16% pi'oi)ai)iy in the morning. This is for the community to come in
and offer their views on what tiiey believe is important for the Parks and Recreation
Department programs. Mr. Cook felt ti'iey would be senciing invitations to the Council
Members when the time for the meeting was closer at hand.
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Mr. Werner asked if the Board had discussed the Woods Park situation? Mr. Cook
stated that they had discussed it in terms of what t}ley had heard from Lynn Johnson about
what they’re doing now to make things better and how they’re Worlzing with the neighl)orhoocl
and how they want to have a... Mr. Werner asked at what point this project had ever been
]orought to the Parks & Recreation A&Visory Board? Is that something that would normauy
have been brought to the Advisory Board? Mr. Cook stated that it had been brought to the
Parks & Rec Board sometime back....under the Master Plan. No one came to the Parks &
Rec Board to spealz from the neighl)orhood, because they didn’t know what was happening.
He noted that he did not believe that the Park & Recs Board Members understood what the
neighborhoods7 feelings were regarding the project. That is a failure in the system, because
if you get an endorsement from the Board on something noljocly even knows about, then, it
seems like a good endorsement, when in fact, the Board didn’t even know about it.

The upcoming nude sculpturecl fountain [female ﬁgure] was discussed brieﬂy. Council
requestecl a picture of the sculpture which was l)eing donated from a private source to the
City.

Ms. McRoy asked about the parlz naming issue regarcling a basketball court in her
district. Mr. Cook stated that this issue is normaﬂy handled at the regular meetings and not
at the retreats.

5. JOINT BUDGET COMMITTEE (McRoy/Seng) — Held over ][rom the October 7
“Noon” Agenda Ms. Seng reportecl that they had recommended more money for Ceclars,
which is on the Council’s Agencla for next week. The County and City will split the money
which is l)eing issued for the audit.

Ms. McRoy reported that the Region V issue had been discussed. Ms. Seng had an
article from the newspaper on the County’s I)uclget woes which she shared with the Council

Meml)ers.

6. PUBLIC BUILDING COMMISSION (Camp/Seng) Report combined with earlier

report above.

7. MULTICULTURAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE (McRoy) - No Report

3. BOARD OF HEALTH (Svol)ocla) Mr. Svoboda repor’cecl that the Board had passecl
every’ching that was included in the presentation on the proposed ordinances, with the

exception of the commercial Loarcling kennels. That whole section was not passecl on because
there was some opposition there that put commercial Loarding kennels that are currently
outside the City limits, (]out within the next five years will more than hleely be annexecl), in
a huge competitive disadvantage if we were to adopt the ordinance in its present form. We
tried to revolve it around zoning issues instead. He noted that he thought it had been worked
out to where it could be passe(l. But, one of the big prol)lems we have with it is that
veterinarians are currently exempt under State Law from the kenneling limitations.
Veterinarians are exempt for the sale of dog food, but they’re not inspectecl. They do
]ooarcling of clogs -not just for health purposes- but for those going on vacations. Tl’ley do
things that are not inspec’tecl under our regula’cions ) for which commercial l)oarcling kennels
must be. So, we're re—addressing that issue.

cherwise, everything was passed and will be coming before the Council at a future
date. He noted that his amendment for a cat restraint law failed for a lack of a second. M.
Svoboda stated that he would more than lileely not try to amend that at the Council level.
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He expiaine(i that he did not think it would be appropriate for him to move forward as a
Board of Health representative, because no other Board of Health Member has that option
to i)ring a failed amendment forward to Council. He did note that if anyone clse on the
Council would like to i)ring the issue forward before the Council ioociy, ti'iey could discuss it.

Discussion ensueci, and it was decided not to i)ring that issue forward at this time,
’ci'iougii it was not ruled out in(ieiiniteiy with Mr. Friendt inciicating that he migiit be
interested in i)ringing it forward at some point. Mr. Cook Suggeste(i that if anyone is
ti'iinizing of promoting controversial amendments, tiiey should try to do so in advance of the
pui)iic iiearings so the pui)iic knows what is i)eing considered. Otherwise, he tiiougiit it would
be proper for the Council to hold tiiings over and give the puioiic a chance to show up and

a(i(iress ’ciie controversiai issue.

0. COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT TASK FORCE - Speciai Meeting (F‘rien(it)
Mr. Friendt stated that the meeting he had not attended was pooriy attended loy all and no
quorum was reached. That is Wi’ly this speciai meeting was called.. At this meeting, tiiey
passe(i three agencia items - one loeing the Action Plan and one - a transfer of funds at the
end of the i)uciget session. Mr. Friendt noted that this was his introduc’tory meeting, and
ti'iey moved all three agencia items at once, which he ciiaiiengeci, but was shouted down. So

it was a quiciz meeting.

OTHER MEETINGS - Ms. Seng note(i ’tiiat a meeting on ’ciie Community Learning Centers iia(i
been held. Tt was a luncheon that the Mayor had an(i, in case Council doesn’t uncierstanci, there was
a maiiing sent to Councii. Siie suggeste(i tiiat aii Councii memi)ers i)e sure to rea(i tiiat memo. [t

was from Bonnie Coﬁey & it offered a very gooci re-cap on community iearning centers.

Ms. Seng also reporteci that the Anteiope Vaiiey is i)usy again, and now there are three small
citizen sub-committees. She noted that Annette was on one, she was on one, and she tiiougiit that
Glenn was serving on one. Mr. Friendt stated that he had declined committee memioersiiip. The
three sui)—groups are: Bast Downtown;, the Neighi)oriiood, and Whittier Junior Higii areas. Tiieyire
very i)usy. Mr. Friendt pointeci out to the Other Council Members that there was a committee
assignment available to anyone who migiit be interested. No one volunteered.

Mr. Werner asked how the mayor chose the appointments to these committees? Ms. Harrell
noted that the appointments were distinguished between committees that are instituted i)y law, such
as the Pianning Commission, and those that are of a temporary nature, such as issue driven groups
like the Billboard committee. Mr. Werner then asize(i, for instance, the distinction between the
Financing and Anteiope Vaiiey Acivisory Committee. Mr. Pedersen answered that the Anteiope
Vaiiey A(ivisory Committees are set up in part tiirougii interlocal agreement, and in part tiirougii
what the JAVA Board is cioing. But, those were set up to be Mayorai appointments. The other ones
are set up, some i)y ordinance and some even i)y ciiarter; but appointment to those committees
ciepen(is on whom is ioeing advised. If Jci’1ey7re acivisory to the Council, then the Council may have
roie; but if they’re acivisory to the Mayor, the Council may not have a role. It ciepencis on how the
committees are set up and who tiiey’re acivising.

Mr. Werner asize(i, speciiicaiiy, about the Infrastructure Financing Committee. That was
a committee that the Mayor ... decided to do. Tiiey wanted a Council representative. Ms. Harrell
noted that the Mayor could have chosen A) to invite a City Council Memi)er, in(iiviciuaiiy, or B) to
ask the City Council to select a member, or C) not to invite a Council member. Mr. Werner asked
Wiiy the Mayor sometimes ask and sometimes he doesn’t. Mr. Bowen stated that it was based on
what the issue is. Mr. Harrell stated that it (iepen(is on the extent to which the Council is interested.
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VII.

APPOINTMENTS/REAPPOINTMENTS - Mr. Cook stated that, despite Council’s
action last week to waive the rules on the appointments, he did not want that to have sent a
message that Council will “fix it” in the future. Please make sure that the timing is good on

these appointment resolutions.

IV. REQUESTS OF COUNCIL FROM MAYOR - Mr. Bowen distributed material
to Council which Staff did not receive nor was there an indication of what the material was.
Mr. Bowen commented that he had spolzen to the Omaha Council regarcling the upcoming
Joint meeting. The meeting will be held on We(lnesday, October 30t11, from 2:00 -4 :00
p-m. at the S.A.C. Museum on Interstate I-80 near Mahoney Park.

Mzr. Bowen informed Council that Georgia Glass, Personnel Director may not be at
the Formal Council Meeting toclay to answer questions, but she would try her best to attend.

Mr. Bowen gave a quiclz review of the leases that are on the agenda for today’s
meeting. Mr. Pedersen stated that he would be at the meeting to answer any questions and
he did have copies of the leases in question. He explainecl that Mr. Camp’s conflict of
interest has been noted, with the advice that he withdraw from the Chambers cluring
discussion of the lease of his certain properties. Concerns of other Council members were
addressed brieﬂy covering such issues as the pul)lic hearing proceclures to be followed and
whether or not the owners had submitted any of the proposecl agreements in writing.

JONATHAN COOK - Mr. Cook asked if the Council was interested in any further follow-

up with LPED. Mr. Werner noted that he was not satisfied with the information Council had been

given. After having promise(l requestecl information, that information was not delivered and was

denied in a very inappropriate manner. Their attitude had been very arrogant in response to Council

inquiries. Mr. Werner offered to re—submit the inquiry if that would help. His main concern was

with the exact gross square footage involved which had not matched the square £ootage information
available from the County Assessor. After the audit had not answered the questions, Mr Werner felt
it was a matter of accountaljility - accountal)ihty to which Council had the responsi]ai]ity to hold the
LPED group.
