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ORDINANCE NO. _________________

AN ORDINANCE amending Section10.08.010 of the Lincoln Municipal Code1

regarding registration of vehicles to provide for a rebuttable presumption that any vehicle stored and2

kept for more than thirty days in the City of Lincoln is being operated or parked on the streets of the3

city and that such vehicle shall be registered in accordance with Chapter 10.08 of the Lincoln4

Municipal Code; and repealing Section 10.08.010 of the Lincoln Municipal Code as hitherto5

existing.6

BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Lincoln, Nebraska:7

Section 1.  That Section 10.08.010 of the Lincoln Municipal Code be amended to8

read as follows:9

10.08.010 Registration Required.  10

It shall be unlawful for any person to park or operate any motor vehicle upon any street or11

public way within the city without having registered it as provided by the laws of the State of12

Nebraska.  There shall be a rebuttable presumption that any vehicle stored and kept for more than13

thirty days in the City of Lincoln is being operated or parked on the streets of the city and shall be14

registered in accordance with this chapter.  The registration certificate for such vehicle shall at all15

times be carried in or upon it, subject to inspection by any police officer, and which, in the case of16

a motorcycle, shall be carried either in plain sight, affixed to the motorcycle, or in a tool bag or some17

convenient receptacle attached to the motorcycle.  It shall be unlawful for any person to park or18

operate a motor vehicle upon any street or way without having attached thereto the number plates19

furnished by the state or county in connection with such registration, and every motor vehicle shall20
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at all times have displayed thereon one number plate on the back thereof and one number plate on1

the front thereof, which number plates shall be fastened in an upright position to the motor vehicle2

so as to prevent such plate from swinging.  If any vehicle is found upon any street or alley in3

violation of any of the provisions of this section, and the identity of the driver cannot be determined,4

the owner or person in whose name such vehicle is registered shall be held prima facie responsible5

for such violation.  6

Section 2.  That Section 10.08.010 of the Lincoln Municipal Code as hitherto existing7

be and the same is hereby repealed.8

Section 3.  That this ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after its9

passage and publication according to law.10
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
