On Monday, May 15, there will be a special recognition ceremony for the firefighters,
Joe Frey, and his family that was involved in the rescue alarm at the AGP Grain
Elevator on Sept. 27, 1999. Joe was an employee of AGP when he slipped and got
his leg caught in an auger at that facility. The fire crews that will be present are T1,
E4, E8, & T8 that worked on extrication. Fire Station #8 is hosting this ceremony
with a lunch and award recognition starting at 11:30 a.m.

On Tuesday, May 16, firefighters will participate in a special blood donor program for
EMS Week. Everyone in the community is invited to join the firefighters in giving a
pint of blood to help our EMS providers. This year’s drive will be held at Fire Station
#1 at 18™ & “Q” Streets. We will be utilizing the new mobile blood bank coach. Staff
will be available to receive firefighter donors from 7:30 to 11:30 a.m. and the general
public from 11:30 to 4:00 p.m. This event kicks off the S.O. S., Save Our Summer
blood drive.

This year’'s theme is, “Be a Member of the Life Saving Department “. Those who
bring in a first-time donor will receive a special S.0.S. Community Blood Bank tee-
shirt as will the donor. There will also be a drawing for prizes and, as always,
refreshments will be served.

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On Friday, May 19th there will be an awards ceremony held at Fire Station #1 at 18th
