This month the Committee is asked to review a public/private project (TIF-assisted
Shoemaker truck plaza on West O), a sidewalk café  for Panera Bread at 211 N. 12th Street
(National Arbor Day Foundation Building), and an improvement at Haymarket Park. 

Item #2:
Ernie Castillo of Urban Development Dept. and Scott Sullivan (in his professional capacity
as an architect) will outline the Shoemaker project.  The time line on this project has been
very accelerated and the site use–a roadside truck and automobile service plaza–is not one
the Committee is typically asked to comment upon.  But the project has TIF assistance so
the Committee’s advice is being sought.  The project’s location plays a part in the City’s
west entryway experience, so there are valid urban design considerations.

Item #3:
Materials are attached for a sidewalk café for Panera Bread at 12th & P (211 N. 12th).  The
photos depict the type of furniture requested (shown installed at another Panera location).  A
site plan and railing details are also provided.  The site is somewhat unusual in that most of
the café is on private property, rather than public right-of way.  The design is also atypical in
that the railing is minimized, suggesting the café space but not enclosing it fully.

Item #4:
Charlie Meyer from Haymarket Park has asked to visit with the Committee about an
improvement inside the baseball stadium. The joint operating agreement/lease among the
City, the University, and the stadium owners requires consultation with the Urban Design
Committee on capital improvements exceeding $100,000 in value and the planned work
meets that requirement.
